We are in the season of Advent, that beautiful time in our Church 

when we begin our liturgical new year and eagerly prepare for 

Christmas! This is a time of joyful anticipation and a time we celebrate 

together as a family!  We pray you and your families experience hope, 

peace, joy and love this Advent as you prepare and wait for the Light, 

who is Jesus, to come.   

  

During this season of waiting and preparing, all Atria will ponder 

the Messianic Prophecies and Infancy Narratives; helping to 

demonstrate the love that God has for his people through the gift of 

Jesus, and the response, still continuing, to this gift.

And it 

reminds us that Jesus comes to us 

daily in His Word and in the 

Sacraments. In the Atrium, we 

begin the season with an Advent 

Celebration, where we announce 

this time of waiting and preparing 

for the Feast of Christmas, by 

changing the liturgical color on the 

prayer table from green to purple.
